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A typical Ludwig Reiter shoe is Goodyear welted. During this royal making,
a first-class shoe with an exceptional wearing comfort is developed out of ex-
cellent leather and about 300 work steps.

With the welting, upper leather and sole are not directly connected to each
other. They are connected by a leather strap that goes all around the shoe — the
welt. This flexible element between sole and upper leather enables the shoe to
replicate the complex moves of a foot. This means the manufacture of a shoe
which is very flexible, comfortable, yet robust and long lasting presents an
enormous challenge. We believe we continue to meet this challenge in the best
way possible.

Shoe care begins with the purchase. A good fit keeps feet and shoes fit.

Always put shoes on with a shoehorn. Before taking them off, always un-tie the laces.

Wear new leather soles only on dry and even surfaces in the beginning.

Never wear the same shoes on two consecutive days. Let them rest double

the time, as you have worn them.

The upper leather of the shoes should be treated with good shoe polish once
a month. Before applying shoe polish, wash the shoes with leather soap.
Apply the shoe paste sparingly for several times. After one hour, polish them
with a damp cloth. This not only gives the shoe a new shine, but also smooth-
ness and longevity. A good polish can always be freshened up in between

with a quality horsehair brush.

To avoid stains, very dry leather can be dampened a bit. Then spread shoe

polish on the shoe sparingly.

Never use self shining-products on good leather shoes. These may contain
aggressive chemical dissolvents, which can ruin the upper leather. Further-
more they often have the same effect as lacquer, which stays on permanenty

and cannot be removed anymore.

Wash suede with saddle soap, brush with a suede brush, and spray with a

water-repellent spray if you like.

Let wet shoes air properly, but never let them dry close to an oven.

Also treat leather soles and welt with leather fat occasionally.

Shoetrees should maintain the shoe’s form, but never overstretch it. Let shoes

air for one hour prior to putting in shoetrees.

A skilled craftsman should renew Goodyear welted soles every 2-3 years.
Heels and Tips can be renewed as required.



»In the early days craftsmen didn’t allow crap. They worked with great care and

sense for every refined detail. Each part of their product had reason. In their dis-
cipline these craftsmen even put great effort into details that weren't visible at
the end. Even if nobody had noticed that such parts had not been done accura-
tely it would have been against their craftsman’s pride. There was no bullshit.«

Even today one sometimes encounters this responsible attitude towards
product and work. Ludwig Reiter’s classical Goodyear welted shoes and other
artisan products are made of first class leathers like French Boxcalf or genuine
Shell Cordovan from Horween, Chicago, carefully manufactured by hand, in

Austria.

The woodcut, which arrived in Japan from China around the end of the 8"
century, reached its apex there between the 17" and 19" centuries. Initially

Japanese woodcuts were devotional images made above all for cloisters. In the

beginning of the 17" century artists also included secular themes: everyday

life and nature.

Woodcuts required extremely precise workmanship. The pictures are known
for their masterly composition, line and colour, for their — seeming — simplicity
and subtle expressiveness. Normally the picture has no focal point. Thus the

viewer is invited to let his glance slowly wander across the picture’s surface.
